It incorporates the unique and patent-pending expetoSYSTEM®, an orbital 
trapeze technology that frees the pack to swing around your body using super-
strong cords.

• offers more comfort by avoiding bumping fellow passengers and ‘backpack 
rage’, and by allowing the user to sit comfortably with the pack still on
